ergy gear, t shirts and shorts or if the weather dictates long pants or sweats... tennis shoes
on the feet please so we don’t ruin our dancing shoes. After the show you can stay down-
town and enjoy the festival!

Even though October is only our second month of dance, a lot is happening at Synergy.
We post studio info on the website weekly and copies of all hand outs are always available
at the front desk. Synergy teachers will be giving you regular updates throughout the
year on the progress of your dancers and their classes, free workshops will also be offered
so keep an eye out for more information in future newsletters.
